Notes from the Mayor

Three road closure barricades where stolen this past year. This is costing the city over
$450 to replace. If you see anyone taking the barricades, damaging or stealing signs,
please try to get the license plate and notify the city hall. This property belongs to all of
us and we will need to repair or replace it.

We are required to place the barricades in front of hazardous road conditions. For us, it
is normally at the low water crossings.

| do believe most locals have the common sense to know not to drive through rushing

- Establishing guidance for environmental controls
o We understand this is a rural based area but with the smaller tracks of land that
have been developed, we have had citizens concerned about junk cars,
swimming pools that have not been cared for, excessively tall grass, overgrowth
of trees and brush.
o We will be trying to define the usage of areas, being residential or agricultural.
o What restrictions, if any, should be imposed on each and how?
o We want to keep this reasonable and do not plan on hiring someone just to
monitor yard grass.
- Ordinance for property owner’s to maintain the trees and grass between the roads
and their property lines.
- Please attend one of the meetings and let us know what you want us to work on.
